Bassoonists Rachael Elliott (Clogs), and Lynn Hileman (West Virginia University) formed Tuple in 
2006 to expand the contemporary repertoire for bassoon duo.  This season, they have premiered 
new music for two bassoons by Australian composer Padma Newsome, and have recently 
commissioned Canadian composer Tawnie Olson to write a new work for two bassoons and 
marimba to be premiered in Fall 2010.  Their educational outreach programs include 
masterclasses, bassoon reedmaking, practical demonstrations of extended techniques and 
contemporary improvisation workshops. 

Tuple has toured throughout the eastern seaboard, appearing at The Stone (NYC), Eyedrum 
(Atlanta), Flood Gallery Fine Art Center’s Sonic Experience Series (Asheville), Catamount Arts 
Center (VT), A|V Space (Rochester, NY), University of Vermont, West Virginia University and the 
Eastman School of Music.

The drone-influenced music alternates between intense and peaceful, 
and they make treacherously difficult music sound effortless.
